READING WITH YOUR CHILD
Reading is all about gaining meaning-children respond best when it is a pleasurable experience.

*quiet space

*variety of books

*relaxed atmosphere

*child holds book and turns pages
(for independent reading child should be able to read 95% text)
	Before you start 

· Read/discuss blurb 
· Make predictions (if it is a new book)
· Find and discuss/explain any tricky words

· Discuss speech marks, full stops, etc.

   While reading

PAUSE-PROMPT-PRAISE

· Look at the pictures first then focus on the words
· PAUSE-allow about 3 seconds for child to work it out

· PROMPT-if stuck “put the first sound in your mouth”-do not let them sound out after the 1st 3 sounds (they lose meaning)
· Do not demand 100% accuracy eg. the/a said/shouted “Let it go so the words can flow”

· If meaning has been lost or it doesn’t make sense-“read that part again”
· PRAISE good attempts and expression-we want them to have a go, understand and enjoy it!

SHARE THE READING and READ TO THEM OFTEN SO THEY HEAR A GOOD READER REGULARLY
